	3. Assessment Evidence – The student will individually complete the second page of the Encyclopedia Britannica Online (k8.eb.com) scavenger hunt by the end of class.  An acceptable score will be 75% or higher.
Students should be prepared to show your parents Britannica Online at home or at a public library.  

	4. Opening Hook – Show the students three forms of information found on the internet (text, picture, and video) about a sugar glider.  How many of you have done research on the internet?  What have you looked for? Why? How do you find these online?

	5. Instructional Strategies/Student Activities – 
· Show YouTube video on Encyclopedia Britannica Online, students take notes on Britannica tools while teacher comments.  Pass out the scavenger hunt towards the end.
· In large class group, discuss the tools shown on the video, and students log into Britannica online writing logon information in their notes.  Find item #1 on the scavenger hunt.

· In pairs, students work together to discuss search strategies to find the answer to question #2.  The students will complete the questions on page #1 while discussing the best methods for finding information.

	7. Grouping Patterns – Work in large group for video lesson, work in pairs to complete first page of the scavenger hunt, and work individually to complete the second page of the scavenger hunt.

	8. Ending, Summary/Reflection – What questions do you have about searching for various types of information online?  What do you still wonder about?  Don’t forget to show someone at home what how to use Britannica Online.
